Juan
concentrated on black and white photography in high school, developing his own film and
processing his own prints.

Upon graduating from high school, Juan attended Clark University where he continued to
pursue his interests in photography and gain experience working with the media. Juan
worked as student photographer for the university’s communications department and also
took on occasional photo work for the university newspaper and yearbook. In addition, he
helped develop photo portfolios for several aspiring models/actresses.

Following his four years in college, Juan’s photography pursuits yielded to his professional
career demands and he was not able to dedicate time to developing his skill. Juan has led a
very successful career as a computer engineer specializing in scalable, high performing,
and secure systems design for over 14 years. He has held various positions including
Director of IS, Senior Systems Engineer, Chief Systems Architect, and most recently Vice-
President of Development for a mobile applications development company. After several
years, Juan picked up photography with renewed vigor, this time using color slide film for its
color richness and ease of use.

Juan
has been recognized for the considerable skill he has developed in digital photography and



now runs a business offering services to other photographers in the early stages of using
digital photography technology.

As a nature and wildlife photographer, Juan is a strong supporter of wildlife and natural
habitat conservation and is a member of several conservation organizations. Though private
individuals purchase photos directly from him, Juan donates his images to non-profit
organizations with nature and wildlife preservation missions.

Lloyd is a retired middle school and community college
educator where he taught math, science, and
photography. He is also a retired seasonal park ranger. His
first introduction to photography was when his father built a
darkroom at home, and he continued to use film long after
many had converted to digital. Lloyd and his twin brother
Larry spent their first five years in California where their
father worked in the war effort before moving to
Oregon. After living in Oregon for 55 years, Lloyd retired ten
years ago in Longview, Washington. Combining his passion
for photography with his primary vocations as a teacher and
park ranger was a natural connection, so when he isn’t
working at his current job as a licensed funeral director and crematory manager, Lloyd
spends time sharpening his photography skills, and in the past seven years, has traveled to
14 countries with Builders International, a non-profit charitable organization, taking photos
that are used to promote building projects and to help engineers design schools and
churches in those countries. Of course Lloyd does not limit his photos to structures, but
takes advantage of the opportunities to capture candid street photos of the people and
culture.

Lloyd will cover a wide range of his photographic interests, such as micro-photography, flash
photography, wedding and portrait photography, and on-the-street photography, which
includes the streets of devastated Haiti, young children in the Congo, street performers in
Argentina, hiking in national parks, and Brussels at Christmas. He loves for his photos to
tell a story.

Taking photos for non-profits often means not receiving a salary, and sometimes even
requires paying his own expenses. However, the satisfaction outweighs any monetary
issues.

He will also
demonstrate how to pack photography equipment for traveling by keeping it as light and
simple as possible.
